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CLOSING OUT YOUR
CONSTRUCTION PERMITS

One of the most asked questions we get in the
Building Department is, “who exactly is

responsible to contact the Building Department
to set up for a final inspection?”

The Property Owner has the sole responsibility to make sure all
construction permits have been closed out. It is not the responsibility of the
contractor. Do not assume your contractor has requested a final inspection.

Some of the most common construction permits that are not closed out are:
Water heaters, furnaces, HVAC units, Steam Boilers, and Hot Water Boilers.
These are most commonly related to emergency work.

Please Note: Even if your installation and permits were filed by companies'
such as, “Public Service”, “Mr. Water Heater”, “Home Depot”, or a New
Jersey Licensed Plumber, the ultimate responsibility is solely on the
property owner to be sure that construction permits are closed out. Once
your contractor is paid and leaves the job site, you are left holding the bag.

(The Building Department has open permits dating back to 2021, those permits must\
be closed. If they are not, our new computer technology will REDFLAG open permits
and automatically print out a letter to be mailed to the property owner. The letters,

ifignored, can lead to SUBSTANTIAL FINE. Please make sure your permits were
closed out. You can contact the Building Department if there are any doubts and
request them to check for you. It’s one simple phone call.

Another easy way, is to check for white signed Approval stickers on your newly
installed water heaters, furnaces, HVAC units, Steam Boilers, or Hot Water Boilers.
This is the easiest way to determine if your permit has been closed out.
